Application Procedure

The applications must be completed in full either typed or printed legibly in black ink. 
Faxed copies of applications will not be accepted. If the application is late or is not 
completed it will not be eligible for consideration. Please do not place applications in 
binders, folders, or protective sheet coverings. Deadline for Applications is December 1, 
2008. The program coordinator must receive the application no later than 5:00 p.m.

Applicant Eligibility 
1. The applicant must have been a resident of Oklahoma for at least two years. 
2. The applicant must have been a member of the Oklahoma Quarter Horse Youth 

Association for one year. 
3. The applicant must be a senior in high school. 
4. The applicant must be actively participating in either Oqhya, 4-H or FFA. 
5. The application must include proof of residency to verify eligibility along with a 

copy of his or her driver’s license and a current copy of Oqhya membership card. 
6. The applicant must include three references which are at least 21 years of age and 

not related to the applicant. 



7. The application must include a short biography of the applicant in 50 words or 
less. 

8. The applicant must complete an essay or narrative stating the importance of a 
college education along with reasons for the need of the scholarship. 

9. The check for the scholarship will be sent directly to the college where the 
applicant is currently attending. 

10. The applicants will be recognized for receiving the scholarship at the Oklahoma 
Quarter Horse Banquet and MUST be present to receive the scholarship.
